In the Puidoux conferences at that time the historic
peace churches (Mennonites, Quakers, Church of
the Brethren) and the International Fellowship of
Reconciliation developed fundamental positions on
the theology and praxis of peace. Since Church and
Peace was founded, more than 50 communities, con-
gregations, study centres, peace organisations, and
peace service organisations in 14 European countries
have joined.
